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Regulations of the Course for Certificates in Mappila Music

PREFACE

The regulations of Courses offered by Mahakavi Moyinkutty vaidyar Mappila Kala Academy

are framed in accordance with Cultural Affairs Government of Kerala's guidelines and the

decision of Executive Committee Mahakavi Moyinkutty Vaidyar Mappila Kala Academy

Kondotty on restructuring folklore performing arts fest from 2024-25 financial year itself.

Accordingly, all affiliated Institutions have restructured the regular or part time or other mode

Certificate Programme. A combination of internal and external evaluation with grading. Later

the system was made applicable to the School of Mappila Arts too. Now, a revised regulation

for the Certificate Programme is being prepared for ensuring quality and learner-centeredness.

Itis called as the Regulations for Certificate Courses in Mappila Music Curriculum -2025. This

booklet contains the details of the new regulation.

TITLE

The regulations shall be called “Regulations for Certificate Courses in Mappila Music

Curriculum 2025~

PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

Duration: The duration of a Diploma in Mappila Music course shall be 2 semester distributed

over a period of 1 academic year. The odd semester (1) shall be form to June to October and

the even Semseter (2) shall be from November to March.

SCOPE, APPLICATIONS & COMMENCEMENT

4.1 The regulations provided herein shall apply to all the Certificates in Mappila Music course
of the Mappila Kala Academy and its affiliated course centers with effect from the 2025
batch admission.

4.2 However in matters connected to the setting of question papers, conduct of examinations
and other matters related to examinations, the Mappila Kala Academy can draft their own
guidelines in any circumstances.

4.3 These regulations shall supersede all the previous regulations for the Certificates in
Mappila Music Programme offered through the Mappila Kala Academy and its affiliated
centers.

DEFINITIONS

5.1 ‘Academic Committee’ means the Committee constituted by the Executive Committee
of Mappila Kala Academy under this regulation to manage and monitor the running of
the Certificates in Mappila Music Programme, under Mappila Kala Academy.

5.2 ‘Programme’ means the entire course of study and Examinations.

5.3  ‘Duration of Programme’ means the period of time required for the conduct of the
programme. The duration of Certificates in Mappila Music programme shall be Two
semesters.

5.4 ‘Semester’ means a term consisting of a minimum of 75 working hours.

5.5 ‘Course’ means a segment of the subject matter to be covered in a semester (traditionally
referred to as paper). All the courses need not carry the same weightage. The courses
should define their learning objectives and learning outcomes. A course may be designed
in such a way that it consists of lectures/ tutorials/laboratory work/ field work/ outreach
activities/ project work/ vocational training/viva/ seminars/ term papers/assignments/
presentations/ self-study etc. or a combination of some of these.

5.6 ‘Core course’ means a compulsory course in a subject related to a particular Certificates
in Mappila Music Programme, which shall be successfully completed by a student to
receive the degree.
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5.7 ‘Elective course’ means a course, which can be substituted, by equivalent course from
the same subject and a minimum number of courses are required to complete the
programme.

5.8 ‘Readmission’ is the act of admitting a student again after leaving the institution or
Course with the Mentioned Period.

5.9 ‘Improvement course’ is a course registered by a student for improving his/her
performance in that particular course.

5.10 ‘Department’ means Mappila Kala Academy

5.11 ‘Parent Department’ means the Mappila Kala Academy

5.12 'Department Council' means the body of all Members constituted by the Mappila Kala
Academy.

5.13 ‘Department Coordinator’ is a Expert nominated by Department Council to coordinate
the continuous evaluation undertaken in that Department.

5.14 ‘Student Advisor’ means a teacher/coordinator from the college nominated by the
College Council / to look into the matters relating to this regulation.

5.15 ‘Credit’ (C) of a course is a measure of the weekly unit of work assigned for that course.

5.16 ‘Mark’ of a course is a measure of the points acquired by the student

Words and expressions used and not defined in these regulations but defined in the Executive

Committee of Mappila Kala Academy shall have the meaning assigned to them in the Act and

Statute

PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

6.1 Students shall be admitted to Diploma programme offered under any of the faculties of
the Mappila Kala Academy.

6.2 The programme shall include two types of courses: Core courses and Elective courses.
Comprehensive Viva-voce and Project Work / Dissertation shall be treated as Core
Courses. Project Work is mandatory if they designed in the course. Viva-voce is
madatory and these shall be done in the end semester.

6.3 Total Mark for the programme shall be 100 (hundred), this describes the weightage of
the course concerned and the pattern of distribution is as detailed below:

6.4 Total Credits for Comprehensive Viva-voce or and Project Work combined together shall
be include in the core courses.

6.5 Total credit in each semester shall distributed equally.

6.6 Elective courses shall be spread over either in the first to last Semesters

6.7 Study Tour / Field visit / Industrial visit / Trip for specimen collection may be conducted
as a part of the Programme as per the stipulations of the BoS concerned.

BOARD OF STUDIES AND COURSES

7.1 The Dilploma Boards of Studies concerned shall design all the courses offered in the
Mappila Kala Academy. The Boards shall design and introduce new courses, modify or
redesign existing courses and replace any existing courses with new/modified/re-designed
courses to facilitate better exposure and training for the students.

7.2 The Syllabus of a course shall include course code, the title of the course, the number of
credits, maximum grade for external and internal evaluation, duration of examination
hours, distribution of internal grade, model question paper and reference materials. The
Board of Studies concerned has the liberty to decide whether the questions can be answered
in Malayalam or not. Maximum efforts shall be made to maintain a uniform pattern while
designing the courses, project, viva, Detailed Curriculam Structure and Syllabus —
Certificates in Mappila Music, practical etc. in the scheme and syllabus of various
programmes coming under same faculty.

ADMISSION

8.1 The admission to all Certificates in Mappila Music programmes shall be as per the rules
and regulations of the Mappila Kala Academy.
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8.2 The eligibility criteria for admission shall be as announced by the Mappila Kala Academy
from time to time.

8.3 There is rank lists for the admission based on interview/ test/ viva.

8.4 The affiliated centers shall make available to all the admitted students the information
regarding all the courses including electives offered with syllabus and credit for the entire
course.

8.5 There shall be a uniform calendar prepared by the Mappila Kala Academy for the Conduct
of the programmes.

8.6 There no shall be provision for inter center transfer.

8.7 There shall be provision for credit transfer subject to the conditions specified by the Board
of Studies concerned.

8.8 There shall be a uniform calendar prepared by the Mappila Kala academy for the
registration, conduct/schedule of the courses, examinations and publication of results. The
mappila kala academy shall ensure that the calendar is strictly followed.

9. ATTENDANCE:

A student shall be permitted to appear for the semester examination/final examination, only if

he/ she secures not less than80% attendance in each semester. Attendance shall be maintained

by the Study centers/Institution concerned. Condonation of shortage of attendance to a

maximum of 10% in the case of single condonation and 20% in the case of double condonation

in a semester shall be granted by Mappila Kala Academcy remitting he required fee. Benefits
of attendance may be granted to students who attend the approved activities of the
institution/centers with the prior concurrence of the Head of the institution/centers.

Participation in such activities may be treated as presence in lieu of their absence on production

of participation/attendance certificate (within two weeks) in curricular/extracurricular activities

(maximum 9 days in a semester). Students can avail of condonation of shortage of attendance

in a maximum of four semesters during the entire programme (Either four single condonations

or one double condonation and two single condonation during the entire programme). If a

student fails to get 65% attendance, he/she can move to the next semester only if he/she acquires

50% attendance. In that case, a provisional registration is needed. Such students can appear for

supplementary examination for such semesters after the completion of the programme. Less

than 50% attendance requires Readmission. Readmission is permitted only once during the
entire programme.

10. REGISTRATION

10.1  Astudent shall be permitted to register for a programme at the time of admission.

10.2 A student who registers for a programme shall complete it within 2 years.

10.3  The Affiliated Centers shall send a list of students registered for each programme in each
semester giving the details of courses registered to the Mappila Kala Academy in the
prescribed form within 20 days of the commencement of the semester.

10.4  Students shall be normally permitted to register for the examination if they have required
minimum attendance as per clause 12 of this regulation. If the student has a shortage of
attendance in a semester, the student shall be permitted to move to the next semester and
can write the examination for the entire courses of the semester in which shortage of
attendance occurs as supplementary examination only after the completion of the entire
programme. In such cases, a request from the student may be forwarded through the Head
of the Centers to the Secretary of the Mappila Kala Academy within two weeks of the
commencement of the semester. There will not be any Repeat semester based on this
regulation.

11. EXAMINATION
11.1 There shall be examination at the end of each semester.

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Practical examinations shall be conducted by the Mappila Kala Academy at the end of
each semester or at the end of even semesters as prescribed in the curriculum of the
particular Programme. The number of examiners and other aspects of the practical
examination shall be prescribed by the concerned Boards of Studies of the programmes.
Project Work / Dissertation shall be evaluated at the end of the programme only. There
shall be both Internal and External evaluation for the Project Work. The details of internal
evaluation shall be framed by the concerned Boards of Studies.

Comprehensive Viva—Voce shall be conducted at the end of the programme only. There
shall be only External Comprehensive Viva—Voce conducted by the examiners appointed
by the Mappila Kala Academy. The details of evaluation shall be framed by the
concerned Boards of Studies.

There shall be one end-semester examination of 3 hours duration for each theory course
and the duration of practical course can be decided by the concerned Board of studies.

Of the total, 30% weightage shall be given to internal evaluation / Continuous assessment
and the remaining 70% to External/ESE and the ratio and weightage between Internal
and External is 3:7.

Primary evaluation for Internal and External shall be based to 100.

Total Marks: Internal and External components are separately marked and the combined
marks are the total marks of the student.

Evaluation of VIVA: The examination and evaluation shall be conducted by the Mappila
Kala Academy itself either in the normal structure or MCQ model from the
Question/Interview and other guidelines provided by the Mappila Kala Academy/BoS.
The Question paper shall be 70 Marks of 3 hour duration for the examination.

The result has to be intimated / uploaded to the Mappila Kala Academy during the all
Semesters as per the notification of the Mappila Kala Academy.

13. INTERNAL EVALUATION

13.1

This assessment shall be based on a predetermined transparent system involving

periodic written tests, assignments, seminars and viva-voce in respect of theory courses and
based on tests, lab skill and records/viva in respect of practical courses.

The criteria and percentage of weightage assigned to various components for internal

evaluation are as follows :

Grades shall be given for the internal evaluation are based on the Marks A+, A, B, C,

The overall grades shall be as per the Ten Point scale provided in clause 20.2 of this
regulation.

There shall be no separate minimum Grade Point for internal evaluation. Detailed

Curriculam Structure and Syllabus — Certificates in Mappila Music

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13,5 To ensure transparency of the evaluation process, the internal assessment marks
awarded to the students in each course in a semester shall be published on the notice board
before 5 days of commencement of external examination.

13.6  There shall not be any chance for improvement of internal marks.

13.7  The course teacher/Head of the Centre shall maintain the academic record of each
student registered for the course, which shall be forwarded to the Mappila Kala Academy,
through the Affiliated Centres, after being endorsed by the Head of the Centre.

13.8  For each course there shall be class test/s during a semester. Grades should be displayed
on the notice board. Valued answer scripts shall be made available to the students for
perusal

13.9  Each student shall be required to do assignment/s for each course. Assignments after
valuation must be returned to the students. The teacher shall define the expected quality of
the above in terms of structure, content, presentation etc. and inform the same to the
students. Punctuality in submission is to be considered.

13.10 Every student shall deliver Seminar / Presentation as an internal component for every
course and must be evaluated by the respective course teacher in terms of structure, content,
presentation and interaction. The soft and hard copies of the seminar report are to be
submitted to the course teacher.

13.11 All the records of Continuous Assessment (CA) must be kept in the Affiliated Centers
and must be made available for verification by Mappila Kala Academy, if asked for.

EXTERNAL / END SEMESTER EVALUATION

14.1  The semester-end examinations in theory courses shall be conducted by the Mappila
Kala Academy with question papers set by external experts. The evaluation of the answer
scripts shall be done by examiners based on a well-defined scheme of valuation.

14.2  After the external evaluation, Marks are to be entered in the space provided in the
answer script for individual.

14.3  Students shall have the right to apply for revaluation or scrutiny as per rules within the
time permitted for it.

14.4  Photocopies of the answer scripts of the external examination shall be made available
to the students for scrutiny on request by them as per rules.

145  The external evaluation shall be done immediately after the examination preferably in
a Centralized Valuation Camp.

14.6  The language of writing the examination shall be specified in the separate regulations

for the programme by the concerned BoS. If shall not be specified in the separte for the

programme by the concerned board of studies, studence can write malayalam, English and

Arabi Malayalam too.

PATTERN OF QUESTION

15.1  Questions shall be set to assess the knowledge acquired, standard, and application of
knowledge, application of knowledge in new situations, critical evaluation of knowledge
and the ability to synthesize knowledge. Due weightage shall be given to each module
based on content/teaching hours allotted to eachmodule.

15.2 It hasto be ensured that questions covering all skills are set. The setter shall also submit
a detailed scheme of evaluation along with the question paper.

15.3 A question paper shall be a judicious mix of short answer type, short essay type
/problem solving type and long essay type questions.

15.4  The question shall be prepared in such a way that the answers can be awarded 1, 5, 10
Grades

15.6  Questions should be asked as far as possible from all modules following a uniform
distribution. However concerned BoS can change the pattern and type of questions.
15.7  End Semester Evaluation in Practical Courses shall be conducted and evaluated by both

Internal and External Examiners as per the stipulations of the concerned BoS. Duration and
other aspects of practical external examinations shall be decided by the Boards of Studies
concerned.

PROJECT EVALUATION

16.1  There shall be External and Internal evaluation with the same criteria for Project Work
done and the grading system shall be followed as per the specific guidelines and stipulations
of the concerned BoS.

16.2  One component among the Project Work evaluation criteria shall be Viva-voce (Project
Work related) and the respective weightage shall be 40%. Detailed Curriculam Structure
and Syllabus — Certificates in Mappila Music.

16.3  Consolidated Grade for Project Work is calculated by combining both the External and
Internal in the Ratio of 4:1 (80% & 20%).

16.4  Details regarding the conduct of external and internal evaluation, criteria for evaluation
and other aspects relating to the same can be taken by the concerned Boards of Studies and
shall be specified in the Programme curriculum.

16.5 Forapass in Project Work, a student has to secure a minimum of Pass Grade in External
and Internal examination combined. If the students could not secure minimum Pass Grade
in the Project work, they will be treated as failed in that attempt and the students may be
allowed to rework and resubmit the same in accordance with the University exam
stipulations. There shall be no improvement chance for Project Work.

CONDUCT OF COMPREHENSIVE VIVA-VOCE

17.1  There shall be External and Internal Comprehensive Viva-voce; while the External
Conduct of the Viva-voce is mandatory and the Internal conduct of the viva-voce will be
optional subject to the decision and stipulation of the concerned BoS.

17.2  The concerned Boards of Studies shall design the structure, criteria, details of
appointment of Board of examiners (both external and internal) and other relevant aspects
of its evaluation.

17.3  For apass in Comprehensive viva-voce, a student has to secure a minimum of D Grade
in External and Internal examination combined. If the students could not secure minimum
D Grade in the Project work, they will be treated as failed in that attempt and the student
may re appear for the same next time in accordance with the Detailed Curriculam Structure
and Syllabus — Certificates in Mappila Music of Mappila Kala Academy exam stipulations.
There shall be no improvement chance for Comprehensive viva-voce.

PASS CONDITIONS

48 % mark compulsory for the successful completion of course in each practical and theory.

13 GRADE CARD/MARK SHEET

14.1 The Mappila Kala Academy shall issue to the students grade card on completion of each
semester,which shall contain the following information :

14.2 The final Grade card issued at the end of the final semester shall contain the details of all
courses taken during the entire programme, including those taken over and above the
prescribed minimum credits for obtaining the degree. The final grade card shall show
CGPA (corrected to three decimal places), percentage of marks (corrected to two decimal
places) and the overall letter grade of a student for the entire programme. The final Grade
card will also contain the list of Audit courses.

15 CERTIFICATE

15.1 The Mappila Kala Academy shall issue to the students Diploma Certificate on completion
of course, which shall contain the following information:

16 AWARD OF DEGREE
The successful completion of all the courses with P Grade shall be the minimum requirement
for the award of the degree
17 GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL COMMITTEE

17.1Course Level Committee: The Center shall form a Grievance Redressal Committee in
each department comprising of course teacher, one senior teacher and elected
representative of Students (Association Secretary) as members and the Head of the
Department as Chairman. The committee shall have initial jurisdiction over complaints
against Continuous Assessment.

17.2 Center Level Committee: There shall be a Center level grievance redressal committee
comprising of student adviser, two senior teachers, two staff council members (one shall
be elected member) and elected representative of students (College Union Chairperson) as
members and the Principal as Chairman. This committee shall address all grievances
relating to the internal assessment grades of the students.

17.3 Academy level: The Academy shall form a Grievance Redressal Committee as per the
existing norms.

18 A STEERING COMMITTEE
The steering committee will constitute by executive committee of mappila kala academy.
19 TRANSITORY PROVISION

Notwithstanding anything contained in these regulations, the Academic Council shall, for a

period of three years from the date of coming into force of these regulations, Detailed
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Curriculam Structure and Syllabus — Certificates in Mappila Music have the power to provide
by order that these regulations shall be applied to any programme with such modifications as
may be necessary.
20 REPEAL

The Regulations now in force in so far as they are applicable to programmes offered by the
Mappila Kala Academy and to the extent they are inconsistent with these regulations are hereby
repealed. In the case of any inconsistency between the existing regulations and these regulations
relating to the Credit Semester System in their application to any course offered in a Affiliated
institution, the latter shall prevail.
